that way? 
11. How have you been rebuked and corrected by the Bible?

13. Pastor Guy mentioned 5 Ps to determine what God says is right.  Which ones do you find the most helpful?  

Which do you struggle with? 
• Precepts (specific instructions) 
• Principles (general laws) 
• Prayer (Ask God and listen to Him) 
• People (godly/wise Christians) 
• Purpose (Why does God have you here on this earth?)

15. What is your purpose in life? 
16. Have you ever felt the Holy Spirit tapping you on the shoulder? (Either to do something or to not do 

something.)  What did that feel like?

19. How specifically do you spend time in God’s Word?
